The contest is open to unsigned (no contract with a nationally distributed label) blues artists from DC, Maryland and 
Virginia. At least one member of each entrant must be a member of the D.C. Blues Society. Our judges will select the 
finalists from submitted tapes or CD’s.

Any artist whose name has appeared on a final Handy ballot is ineligible. All other musicians who have had peripheral 
and/or professional contact through performance with a Handy nominee, including but not limited to touring band mem-
bers and studio musicians, are deemed eligible for the IBC.
