DC area music lovers should be grateful for
Wayne Kahn’s enterprise in going out and mak-
ing location recordings of local blues, jazz, and
roots performers for his Right on Rhythm label
and other labels (The new Nighthawk album on
Ruf is taken from Wayne’s recordings of the
group). The latest Right on Rhythm release is
the second by Nap “Don’t Forget the Blues” Turn-
er, Live at Cafe Vez. Backed by Gary Jenkins
Quartet which features the saxophone of Arnold
Sterling, this disc captures Nap doing a trio of
Percy Mayfield numbers, some blues standards
and ballads, two recitations from Langston Hugh-
es’ Best of Simple and a closing blues medley
with DC’s blues diva Mary Jefferson. This duet is
also the first issued recording by her. It certainly
is a nice showcase for Nap who puts his heart
into his vocals as the Jenkins band swings be-
hind him. There are a couple places where he
has intonation problems, but overall he sings
strongly and persuasively in the uptown blues
vein. Kudos to organist Joe Kaplowitz (superb
whether comping behind Nap’s vocals and the
other soloists, or soloing himself) and guitarist
Rick Hanna in addition to saxophonist Sterling
(who particularly outstanding on an uptempo ad-
aptation of T-Bone Walker’'s Stormy Monday).
Leader Jenkins drumming keeps the swinging \

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harp on Benoit’'s Stackolina with a washboard
sounding rhythm. What’s distinctive about
Benoit’s playing is that he doesn’t simply play a
flurry of notes but also has a solid rhythmic touch,
mixing chords with single note runs which helps
with the groove. Muddy Bottom Blues with its in-
fectious hook contrasts with the back porch fla-
vor of When a Cajun Man Gets the Blues, but
Benoit delivers the vocals on both in an equally
heartfelt and convincing manner. Benoit is listed
on the website for the Chesapeake Bay Blues
Festival as performing with Double Trouble along
with Jimmy Thackery. If this is the case, it cer-
tainly will be a reason to catch their set for those
who are not SRV addicts. Wetlands is a strong
album that is full of honest, strongly engaging
performances.

Sam Taylor

Based in the New York area, Sam Taylor’s
career stems several decades as he worked in
many capacities with R&B legends and funk acts
like Otis Redding, the Isley Brothers, and BT
Express and the pop circuit (he was a member
of Joe Dee & the Starlighters of Peppermint Twist
) fame). Son of tenor sax legend, Sam “The Man”

groove. In addition to the bawdy duet with Mary

Jefferson on If You See Kay/Meet Me With Your Black Drawers
On, highpoints include Curtis Lewis’ Deadly Nightshade (The Great
City) and a lesser known Percy Mayfield tune, Country (nice Rick
Hanna guitar solo here). The Simple recitations might not be for
everyone’s tastes, but anyone familiar to Nap know how central it
is to his performances, whether live or on the radio. Kudos to Right
on Rhythm for another wonderful disc documenting a true trea-
sure of the DC music scene.

Mike Morgan & the Crawl

Veteran Texas bluesman Mike Morgan has a new Severn al-
bum, Texas Man, that brings together Gulf Coast gumbo and gui-
tar shuffles with a healthy dose of Hound Dog Taylor inspired Chi-
cago slide boogies. Originally issued in Holland, Texas Man opens
with the title track, a shuffle that celebrates Morgan’s Texas ori-
gins and Texas blues. Renditions of Guitar Gable’s swamp blues
instrumental Guitar Rhumbo and Morgan'’s original Whoa My Dar-
lin’, show how comfortable he is working within the Louisiana
Swamp Blues vein. The latter number almost sounds like a new
Lazy Lester number while Wild About You Baby, Gimme Back My
Wig, Taylor’s Rock and See Me in the Evening, are Hound Dog
Taylor-styled slide guitar romps. Five Thousand Miles From Home
is a terrific slow blues with Riley Orborne’s organ contributing nice
atmosphere. Among the others who can be heard backing Mor-
gan’s earnest singing and strong fretwork are guitarist Jon Moeller
and Anson Funderburgh, and harmonica player Gary Primich. Per-
haps nothing musically original here, but everything is done so
well and with enthusiasm and spirit. One will have a hard time not
tapping one’s foot listening to this.

Tab Benoit

Baton Rouge native Tab Benoit is among of several Louisi-
ana based performers (including Anders Osborne and John Moon-
ey) that have brought together a mix of second line rhythms and
various blues influences. Benoit, who was influenced by the likes
of Tabby Thomas, Raful Neal and Henry Gray has a new album,
Wetlands, on Telarc. Bassist Carl Dufrene and drummer Darryl
White do a fine job of supporting Benoit’s appealing slightly grav-
elly and soulful vocals while also adding a propulsive groove on a
number of tracks that include some memorable originals and re-
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Taylor, Sam Jr. has had his songs have been re-
corded by numerous artists. In more recent years he has focused
on the blues. He spent a number of years based in Tuscon, Arizo-
na before he returned to the New York area where he hosts a
blues radio program, and writes for several blues society journals.
His Bluzman release, Keep the Blues Alive, is at least his sec-
ond blues album and besides his own strong soul-infused vocals
and slashing guitar features the dazzling playing of Heather ‘Lil
Mama’ Hardy on violin. She brings an attack reminiscent of Don
‘Sugarcane’ Harris in her accompaniments and solos. There are
several originals like the opening Keep the Blues Alive with Taylor
telling us what is strives to do and the funky Do You Like It, one of
several tracks where Ms. Hardy soars with her solo. Several cov-
ers include Ivory Joe Hunter’s blues ballad Since | Met You Baby;
a classic associated with Bobby Bland, Members Only (again with
a fine solo from Ms. Hardy); Smiley Lewis’ | Hear You Knocking,
reworked with a funk groove; and the closing rendition of Mem-
phis Slim’s Mother Earth. His band does a stalwart job in provid-
ing support and adding there own embellishments. Having seen
Taylor tear up clubs and festivals, the album stands on its very
enjoyable merits. Sam Taylor and band will be at Madam’s Organ,
Saturday May 11 which this reviewer recommends. Chet “Dr. S.O.
Feelgood” Hines is helping put on this show.

Texas Johnny Brown

Texas Johnny Brown’s first album, Nothin’ But the Truth was
nominated as comeback album of the year in the Living Blues poll
a couple years ago. It showed that the veteran‘s music aged like a
fine wine. The blues veteran cut choice singles for Atlantic, backed
Ruth Brown for Atlantic and was a member of Amos Milburn’s Al-
addin Chickenshackers. Later he wrote the standard Two Steps
From the Blues, for Bobby Bland, and in the sixties was in the
touring bands of Bland and Junior Parker. His latest album on
Choctaw Creek Records is Blues Defender. It is a spirited collec-
tion of modern urban blues that continues in the vein of his prede-
cessor. Brown’s jazzy playing and mellow blues is in the vein of
Junior Parker and Fenton Robinson. His fine backing group, The
Quality Blues Band, provides solid support and the judicious em-
ployment of horns adds punch and musical variety. Having a good
way with words, Brown tells how he is a Handy Man, the opening
